	Metrolink has accepted the resignation of its spokesperson, Denise Tyrell, after she pinned the blame for the commuter rail line’s crash that killed 25 people on the rail agency.

Tyrell contends that Metrolink is ultimately responsible for the engineer who apparently ran a red light which caused the commuter train to slam into a Union Pacific freight train.

Ron Rogers, chairman of the Southern California Regional Rail Authority, characterized Tyrell’s remarks as premature, and is waiting for completion of a National Transportation Safety Board probe into the accident.

Tyrell says she only spoken the truth.

The NTSA has ordered Metrolink staffers to refrain from further comments about the crash pending completion of the probe. Metrolink, according to its website, has agreed to do so.
